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Sixth Month (February)
1. Cut 17 - 4 ½ “ squares from the 4 ½ “ background strips

2. Sew a flying geese unit to opposite sides of each 4 ½ “ square.  The center point of the flying geese unit is the side stitched to the square. Every fabric in the flying geese units should be different.
3. Press the seams toward the 4 ½ “ square.

4. Sew an extended flying geese unit to each of the other two sides matching seams and ends with the point of the flying geese centered and toward the square.

5. Press

6. See the diagram of the finished star block to the right.  Make 17.
7. The centers make a great place for embroidery,
appliqué or preprinted blocks you want to highlight.
